CF37568, in which you asked for compensation for damage to two turbine
engines that were shipped ex-Liverpool on the Freemont on October 11
for delivery to your customer, D.V. Industries, Hamburg.

(A) The report states that the bill of lading(No. 553719) was claused by
the captain of the vessel, with a comment on cracks in the casing of the
machinery. (B) The consignment was shipped clean on board, indicating
that there was no damage to the goods when they were delivered to the
ship. (C) Our assessor believes that these cracks were the first signs of
the weakening and splitting of the casing during the voyage, and that this
eventually damaged the turbines themselves.

(D) Therefore, we regret to inform you that the company cannot accept
your claim unless the goods were shipped clean(see clause 26B of the
policy). We are sorry that we cannot help you further.
